It
initiated its activities in Greece in
November 2015 due

to the unprecedented influx of
displaced populations in need of
international protection initially in
Lesvos. Following new political
developments and displacement
dynamics in early 2016, DRC
expanded its activities to the
mainland to respond to the needs of
people living in several sites across
Greece.

More than 69,300 asylum seekers and
refugees currently live in Greece,
16,000 of which are on the islands and
53,300 on the mainland, in official and
informal sites and urban
accommodation. Living conditions,
although improved, vary from site to
site and between sites and urban
areas.

In2018, 50,511 people entered
Greece, 32,497 of which reached
the islands and 18,014 through
Evros according to UNHCR data,
marking an increase inisland arrivals
by 10% and in Evros by 284%
compared to 2017.

Many asylum seekers have awaited a
decision on their status for over a year,
with many of those arriving after the
EU- Turkey statement

confined to the island reception
centres under unacceptable living
conditions. Access to legal aid
continues to represent a priority need
for those with both asylum and non-
asylum cases. There are currently
more than 5,000 recognized refugees
in Greece, and it is estimated that the
number will increase in 2019, requiring
increased support in accessing
documentation (e.g. tax number,
health insurance).
